I like to make the chili a day a head of time. Stop after combining all the ingredients.
Refrigerate overnight. Put in the crook pot and slow cook on low for 5 hours.

They value their independence, but that independence can be stripped from
hem with a simple fall that prevents th em from getting much -needed help right away. Lifeline is a personal emergency
response system that enables people to maintain independence and stay at home. One touch of a portable help button that
is worn around the neck or on a wristband will contact the Emergency Response Center at StormontVail in the local area.

hen an individual calls for help from anywhere in the house a lifeline response is in an average of a minute, which greatly
reduces unnecessary suffering and the possibility of complications.

hen you have a lifeline system and you need help, press the personal help button which activates the lifeline
communicator. The operator will call the family members or neighbors that have been desighated as your immediate
responders.

Those who have the equipment are grateful for the availability of help in a short time rather than being in a situation alone
and in pain with no idea when help will arrive.
