Grace and peace to you dear friends in Christ.   Summer is well upon us 
now.  The heat index is over 100 as I write this newsletter article.  Summer 
events are in high gear.  It is a t ime to relax, refresh and regroup ð unless of 
course you are the parent or grandparent of a young person.  Should this be 
the case, hang in there.  Itõs only eight weeks till school starts!! In my own 
journey, I have found summer to be a time of different,  but no less, activity.  
Our summer here at POP is following a different rhythm with a single service 
on Sunday at 10 a.m.  What do you think of it?  Let me know, or let the 
leaders know, what you think of the single service.  My sense is that we may 
conti nue it beyond the summer, so that we can get a better evaluation of whether it is a good 
thing or not.  Your feedback will help us to know what to do in this regard.  
 
When I return from vacation mid July, I will begin in earnest to prepare a letter to each  
household of the congregation.  The letter will be several pages in length and will articulate a 
narrative vision statement, based on the town hall forums last year.  My hope is that we can 
then spend the remainder of 2010 and the first three to six month s of 2011, talking about this 
vision statement.  Based on the recommendation of the Rev. Dr. Eugene Schmidt, who is 
providing pastoral leadership to our stewardship effort, I will work with the leadership team to 
schedule what some of you might recall as òcottage meetings.ó  Invitations to these small 
group gatherings will be extended to EVERY household of the congregation so that we get as 
wide a response as possible to this vision statement.  When I laid out the five year plan in 
February 2008, I said at that time, òThis is my sense of where we need to go but until you 
embrace it, the plan is only my plan.ó  Such words well describe the vision piece as well, with 
the exception that it is not really so much my vision as it is YOURS, because it is based on y our 
dreams, hopes and stories as you shared them in the town hall forums last summer and fall.  
 
We are still journeying to become more fully the healthy, caring, Christ -centered community 
of faith God has called us to be.  So let us not be overly dismayed that attendance has not 
rebounded or that we are struggling with finances.  Perhaps it is out of the struggle that God 
will bring forth something that we cannot even begin to imagine ð perhaps a deepening faith in 
Him and a truly growing love for one anoth er.  As your pastoral leader, I am not ready to throw 
in the towel and I certainly hope you are not either.  Working together, all things are possible 
with God.   I invite all of us to use the summer to refocus our lens on the cross, and beyond the 
cross, on the empty tomb.   I repeat now what I said last month in my closing paragraph: 
healing takes time.  As Godõs people, we have the gift of his Spirit to steady us in the midst of 
our journey, and we have the gift of his Christ to bring us full and abundan t life now, and the 
promise of eternal life to come.  I can think of no better way to move forward in becoming the 
healthy, caring, Christ -centered community of faith God has called us to be than to go forward 
with this single vision ð òProclaim the Living Christ, Live the Peace of Christ.ó 
 
The Lord bless and be with you in your summer journey of faith and life.
