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Pastor’s Message

Grace and peace to you in the name of our Triune God, Father, Son and Holy Spirit.  I am writing 
this article on the eve of Trinity Sunday, the time in which we confess together again our common 
faith in one God in three persons – a deep, divine and comforting mystery!  The celebration of the 
Holy Trinity on Memorial Day weekend this year marks the end of the festival season of the church 
calendar.  It transitions us to the time of Pentecost, when our focus moves from the life of Christ to 
our life in Christ.  We begin this summer with a sermon series on the Book of Galatians.  The 
centerpiece of Paul’s letter is this – we are set free from the need to prove our goodness so that we 
may live in the goodness of Christ.  In other words, we are set free to serve one another in love, not 
because we have to, but because – by grace, for Christ’s sake, through faith – we get to!  It’s an 
awesome letter about freedom and responsibility.  Our series will close on July 4th when we celebrate 
our freedoms as Americans, and even more, our freedom as Christians who live by grace. 

 
I want to highlight for you just a few areas of our life together as Prince of Peace.  On June 13th, we will formally retire the 
debt on our physical plant!  This is an important event in itself, and reason to give God our praise and thanks.  But even more, 
retiring the debt makes it possible for us to move forward with our call for a Director of Family Ministry so that we can become 
more fully a healing presence in the lives of the children, youth and families of southwest Topeka.  On June 13th we will follow 
the service with a lunch, and then will have our semi-annual congregational meeting at which we will elect men and women to 
serve as leaders for the coming years.  It’s a day to celebrate!   

 
At the same time, I would be disingenuous to believe – and so would you – that everything is going smoothly.  In fact, despite 
some very positive indicators of good congregational health, we also have some indicators that suggest we have work to do.  I 
want to be careful in how I say this, because I understand and appreciate that what I am about to say is a simplification of a 
situation that is far more complex than what I am describing.  That qualification stated, let me be blunt – we are not making it 
financially!  While the ministry of the church seems to be doing well, the business of the church is flagging.  Over the last six 
months, our contributions have not kept pace with expenses.  Although attendance has for the most part leveled off at about 
200 weekly, our contributions are declining.  I am certain an ailing economy is part of this.  No doubt there are many reasons 
for this situation.  However, unless we make some changes, we are not really in position to move forward with our call to a 
DFM.   

 
What’s more, our physical plant is aging and we have pressing needs to address – physical needs that we cannot set aside much 
longer. At the behest of the board of properties, church leadership appointed a task force to explore ways to fund the 
maintenance needs of our facility.  Be looking for information about this in the weeks and months ahead as the task force 
explores creative ways to do this.   

 
Apart from the work of the task force, however, there remains the pressing need to make budget.  So let me set before you 
this question:  What would happen if we all stepped up and contributed more, while at the same time we sought ways to spend 
less?  In that spirit, I will not take my car allowance for the year – an amount worth between 1,500 and 2,500 dollars, 
depending on the amount of miles driven.   What would happen if some number of you were to match my sacrifice with a 
comparable one of your own?  What would happen if some number of you were to match a percentage of my sacrifice – say, 
50% or 25% or 10%?  My sense is that we would right the business of the church and reposition ourselves to move forward 
expeditiously with the call process to a DFM, a move that in the long run will assist in rebuilding attendance and membership. 

 
Dear friends, we have before us two visions.  One is of a community of faith that affirms, welcomes and encourages children, 
youth and families.  The other is of the sanctuary – a dedicated worship space befitting a healthy Lutheran community.  These 
are not competing visions so much as they are complementary ones.  I believe, as I have said many times before, that as we 
work together in shared service to our Lord – whose church it is – we can do great things.  My prayer is that this summer can be 
a time for us to move that process forward.   
 

A closing thought is this: healing takes time.  As God’s people, we have the gift of his Spirit to  
steady us in the midst of our journey, and we have the gift of his Christ to bring us full and abundant  
life now, and the promise of eternal life to come.  I can think of no better way to move forward in  
becoming the healthy, caring, Christ-centered community of faith God has called us to be than to go  
forward with this single vision – òProclaim the Living Christ, Live the Peace of Christ.ó 

 

The Lord bless and be with you in your summer journey of faith and life.           Pastor Buono 
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Gene was born in Freeland, Michigan and baptized in a Frankonion mission church in the Saginaw Valley, Michigan.  His 
elementary education was at Peace Lutheran Church in Saginaw.  After graduation from grade school he enrolled in the 
Pre-Ministerial program at Concordia High School and College in Ft. Wayne, Indiana and completed high school and junior 
college at that institution.  After completing junior college at Ft. Wayne he spent a summer at Concordia College, River 
Forest, Ill. in preparation to teach in a Lutheran school and was assigned to Zion Lutheran School in Granton, WI where 
he taught one year in a one room school.  He then enrolled in Concordia Seminary, St. Louis, MO.  The Seminary is where 
pre-ministerial students of the Missouri Synod graduated with a degree after completing four years of college.  A 
vicarage year followed and was spent at Hope Lutheran Church in St. Louis.  Theological training was concluded with a 
final year at Concordia Seminary where he was certified for ordination.  H4e was ordained and installed as pastor of St. 
Paul's Lutheran Church in Durango, Colorado.  After five years of service there he accepted a call to Grace Lutheran 
Church in Kansas City, Kansas.  Twenty years later he was called to serve the Kansas District as Mission and Stewardship 
Executive.  After four years in that position he was elected to be President of the Kansas District and served nine years 
in that position.  He retired at the end of his third term.  Other educational experiences include courses at Washington 
Univ. in St. Louis, the Univ. of Colorado and The University of Kansas as candidate for a Masters in Public 
Administration.  Concordia University in Seward, Nebraska granted Gene a Doctorate of Laws and Letters in May 1987. 

 
The Lord has granted Gene many rich experiences in life in addition to his education and pastoral service.  He has been a 
cemetery worker, a truck driver, Program Director of a summer camp, served the Evangelical Lutheran Church of 
England as well as the Wittenberg English Ministries in Wittenberg, Germany and has traveled extensively.  A highlight of 
Gene's life was his marriage to Carol (Proverbs 31:10-31) and the gift of three children and six grandchildren.  He gives 
all glory to his Heavenly Father who has blessed him with a faith to trust in his Grace revealed in Jesus and his personal 
statement of faith is in Galatians 2:20, "I have been crucified with Christ and I no longer live, but Christ lives in me.  The 
life I live in the body, I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me." 

 
Carol was born and raised in Kansas City, Kansas and graduated from Wyandotte High School.  She matriculated to the 
University of Kansas where she earned a BS in Education and an MA in Education with emphasis in geomorphology.  While 
at KU Carol won the "hill" tennis championship and played post for a basketball team who won the "hill" championship 
three consecutive years.  She swam on a synchronized swimming team for a total of eight years, four while in high school 
and four at KU.  She married Frank Centric after KU and they lived in numerous cities in the US due to Frank's US Air 
Force commitment then spent three years living in Europe, one year in Germany and two years in The Netherlands where 
Frank was the liaison officer for the 32nd Fighter Interceptor Squadron assigned to Soesterberg, a Dutch air base.  They 
were fortunate to be able to travel to nearly every country in Europe during this period.  After the Air Force 
commitment they both taught school in Kansas City.  Lake of the Forest in Bonner Springs was their home for 18 years 
where Carol served on the Board of Directors as Secy/Treas for several years and Chairman of the Board for one year.  
Frank died very suddenly while still in his 40's.  Frank was an outstanding athlete while at KU where he played football 
and was on a sprint medley track team who broke an American and World Record.  His picture is in the KU Hall of Fame.  
Carol taught school for ten years when her father asked her to take a year's leave of absence to help in his industrial 
freight traffic management business, Stutz and Co., Inc. in Kansas City, Missouri so her mother, who was a partner, could 
retire.  Carol agreed and was with the family business 17 years.  Her mother's retirement lasted one week! 
 
Carol and her four Siamese cats had a very peaceful existence at Lake of the Forest when one day "the love of her life", 
Pastor Gene Schmidt, was visiting a real estate agent who live at the lake and took notice of Carol making her usual run 
around the lake after work.  He was encouraged to call her by a mutual friend who lived at the lake and the rest is 
history.  Gene and Carol were married in 1980 at Gene's church, Grace Lutheran, in Kansas City, Kansas.  Gene had 
already been elected to serve as Mission and Stewardship Executive for the Kansas District so they moved to Topeka in 
1981.    Carol was blessed with three step children and has also been very close to her two nieces who married two 
Topeka men.  Suzy Blackburn is married to Brett and they own and operate Blackburn Nursery and have two children, 
Mikki and Michael who are students at KU.  Katy Franklin is married to Dr. Mike Franklin and they have five children 
ranging in ages from 2 years to 21 years.  Interests of Carol's are reading, traveling, playing golf and the piano, cooking 
and entertaining and various art forms.  Katharina Von Bora, Martin Luther's wife is of special interest to Carol and she 
currently is writing an article about her views of the life she lead with Martin and the immense influence she had on him, 
his work and their family.  She enjoys volunteer work at POP, the Sabatini Gallery at the Topeka Library and the House 
Corp. Board at her former sorority house at KU. 
 
Gene and Carol are loyal KU fans and rightly so since they have 22 KU degrees in their immediate family with two more 
currently attending KU and two grandchildren living in Texas who plan to attend KU.  Carol claims to be a "basketball 
junkie." 
 

Meet GENE AND CAROL SCHMIDT-Charter Members of POP 
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Retreats are an excellent way for any organization to 
step away from distractions and the diffusions of daily 
life.  That is what the Children's Christian Concern 
Society did the first weekend of May.  Gathering at the 
Kansas District Retreat Center near Herrington, KS the 
Board of Directors prayed, listened to an inspired 
speaker and planned for the future. 
  
The retreat leader was Ken Peterson.  A man who told 
us he was an atheist at the age of 30.  A "rocker" who 
had nothing to do with the church or Christianity. 
 
Since his conversion he has become a missionary in 
South America and other parts of the world.  He served 
as the director of operations in South America for the 
Lutheran Laymen's League. He now lives in retirement 
in Panama and serves as director of Central and South 
America CCCS sites.  He is the person who helped 
establish an early childhood site in Cuba.  He also was 
jailed for his effort to bring the message of Jesus love 
to Cuba. 
  
His message challenged the Board to rethink the mission 
of CCCS and begin planning for the next five years of 
change the will occur around the globe.  He posed for 
the Board what may be ahead in technology, societal 
formation and a willingness to hear the Gospel in 
developing countries.

Recently I read this book.  It was amazing so I wanted to share this with you all.  Sometimes we are all so busy that 
we canõt take time for ourselves.  We always work, work, work.  Being able to rest is important to us both mentally 
and physically.  Taking even short breaks will revitalize you and you will feel much better.   
 
Taking a vacation oftentimes includes working while on vacation so that you donõt feel guilty and donõt come back 
to work with too much to do.  This book helped me to realize how important it is to take time away for yourself and 
those who are important to you.  It is easy to say òtake more vacationsó but it takes money and time.  So oftentimes 
the traditional vacation is forgotten or not taken.   
 
There are other ways to get time away from your normal routine.  Joyce recommends taking one-hour increment 
vacations.  Taking a two-hour lunch breaks would be an example of this.  If you can stretch the one-hour increment 
vacation, then take a half-day now and then.  Unwind, do something fun, take a nap, workout, do whatever you feel 
will take you away from the ònorm.ó   
 
Sometimes we all feel guilty taking time off but the reality is that we should be able to take time off without feeling 
guilty and without working while we are on vacation.  Joyce says in her book, òWhenever possible, itõs a good idea 
to take one or two vacations each year consisting of a week or more because it usually takes us a couple of days to 
actually gear down and unwind enough to reach the level of real rest.  In the meantime, take the day, half-day, two-
hour, and ten-minute vacations that are important to make life more balanced.  Use holidays to rest and do things
